Fort Collins—The fourth-annual TriMedia Film Festival today announced a lineup of more than 50 independent short and feature films; documentaries; original theatre performances; and television specials and pilots. The three-day event runs Sept. 11-13 in venues across Old Town Fort Collins.

Friday’s double feature will include the films “TiMER” and “Trucker.” “TiMER” is a romantic comedy about a world where timers count down to the day you will meet your true love, and what happens to a young woman who thinks her timer is broken. “Trucker” is a drama about a carefree independent trucker who has some hard choices to make when she must take care of her estranged 11-year-old son. 

“Broken Hill,” the festival’s Saturday night gala film, is a drama about a gifted teenage composer who tries to audition for a famous music conservatory, even teaching prison inmates how to be an orchestra. 

The festival will feature award-winning films from major international film festivals; student films; and a showcase of original theater work by Colorado writers and actors. Many featured directors, producers and actors will make appearances at the festival, and audiences will have opportunities to meet them and ask questions. Venues for the 2009 festival include the Lincoln Center, the Bas Bleu Theatre, the Lyric Cinema Café and Colorado State University’s Lory Student Center Theater.

Single event tickets and festival passes can be purchased at the door of the event location before each showing.  Festival ticket prices range from $10-$100.
