TriMedia Film Festival Background Sheet
The annual TriMedia Film Festival, established in 2006, offers three days of independent film, original live theater, and TV pilots and specials in venues across downtown Fort Collins, Colo. The festival showcases work by established and new filmmakers from Colorado, across the country and around the world. 

The 2009 festival will run Sept. 11-13 and will feature more than 50 works packaged into two-hour programming blocks. Venues for the 2009 festival include the Lincoln Center, the Bas Bleu Theatre, the Lyric Cinema Café and the Lory Student Center Theater at Colorado State University. 
The TriMedia Film Festival is the only festival in the U.S. with an innovative three-pronged focus on film, TV and theatre. Another unusual aspect of the TriMedia Film Festival is that it is one of the only festivals in the country with a PG-13 or equivalent rating limit. 

Special events during the festival include an opening night double feature and after-party; a gala feature film on Saturday; an Emerging Talent Student Film track that showcases the best work selected from area school-level programs and mini-festivals; a film/TV/theatre professionals panel; and a closing awards ceremony with a wrap party. Many industry professionals involved in the work attend the festival and mingle with audiences, participate in Q&A sessions after their work is shown, and are eligible for jury and audience choice awards. 

The festival is organized by Horsetooth Productions, a local education nonprofit headed by Carol Van Natta, president, and Francie Glycenfer, vice president and board chair. Organizational support also comes from the Fort Collins Conventions and Visitors Bureau and the Fort Collins Downtown Business Association. Members of the TriMedia Film Festival executive advisory board represent a broad spectrum of individuals and organizations from the region.
